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CITY HARVEST GROWERS ALLIANCE APPLICATION

Overview

The City Harvest Growers Alliance (CHGA) is a project sponsored by the Pennsylvania Horticultural Society's Philadelphia Green (PG) program and funded by the USDA.  Its purpose is to increase the supply of nutritious, locally grown produce in Philadelphia, provide material and educational support and provide supplemental income to entrepreneurial growers. 

Specifically, the project will provide plants, supplies and support through Green Resource Centers to participating urban farming entrepreneurs.  Members of CHGA will receive instructional workshops on pre- and post-harvest handling for markets and local resources for preparing for markets. Priority will be given to more experienced gardeners / growers.  
Participants in the program will receive (as needed)
· lumber for the equivalent of six 4’x 8’ raised planting beds (if needed)
· high quality soil / compost to fill the beds listed above
· up to 1,000 vegetable transplants and seed (yearly)

· soil test kit

· tomato stakes and clips

· technical assistance and support for growing and distributing crops

· organic pest control products:

· Bt (Bacillus thuringensis) for cabbage worms

· hot pepper wax for rodents

· row cover for a physical barrier

· salt hay for weed suppression and soil-born diseases

· harvest supplies:

· 1 set of harvest scissors

· 1 harvest knife

· 1 set pruners

· 2 harvest bins

· up to 50 pint and quart containers

· up to twenty wax boxes

IN EXCHANGE FOR THIS ASSISTANCE, THE PARTICIPANTS MUST COMMIT TO THE REQUIREMENTS LISTED BELOW: 
· Your growing space must be located within the Philadelphia city limits.
· Intend to grow and sell produce for two years, starting in March 2012 and grow through the fall of 2013.  *Growers acknowledge that supplies provided by CHGA may be retrieved if grower fails to comply with the terms of agreement.
· Pay a yearly membership fee of $100 that will support the ongoing sustainability of the project (limited scholarship options are available) Membership fee due upon acceptance in the program and then yearly.
· Grow three seasons per year (March through November) using acceptable organic practices that will be monitored by PHS staff (no synthetic chemicals, fertilizers, or pesticides). 
· Provide a soil test with lead measurements to Philadelphia Green staff before Jan. 1 of the growing season. (PG will provide test kits, if needed).
· Provide a water sample test if using well water (not applicable, if using Philadelphia tap/hydrant water).
· Provide 2 pictures of your existing growing site (digital, if possible).
· Attend 10 hours of mandatory technical assistance workshops or other workshops recommended by CHGA staff, or attend specific Garden Tender training classes, if deemed necessary. A portion of this requirement may be waived based on your existing skill/knowledge level.
· Attend annual winter crop planning session with CHGA staff.
· Growers Alliance members are required to donate 10 hours of service to the project. In lieu of hours, growers may opt to buy out their 10 hour volunteer requirement or portion thereof at the rate of $10 an hour.  Growers not completing volunteer hours in a specific growing season will be assessed the fee and be required to pay it before being included in the next year’s Growers Alliance.
· Donate a percentage of produce to Philadelphians in need, specific % to be determined by the grower based on subsidize sales of produce to their community/neighborhood (assistance locating a cupboard available).
· Weigh your produce with a scale (scales will be available for purchase through CHGA from $20-$200).                                  A scale permit costs $25, if needed for selling @ markets.                                                      
· You will be responsible for the marketing and selling of your produce to a vendor or farm market.
· Provide a monthly log (form provided by CHGA) tracking information such as gross income, pounds, type of produce sold, donated, or sold at below market value, and the distribution method as deemed necessary for program evaluation.
· Be a part of a CHGA listserv that shares information (if computer access available).
· Be willing to participate in PHS-sanctioned press and media inquiries / events if asked.  
· Acknowledge your participation in the CHGA by including the following language on printed and web-based materials and in press materials and interviews: “[Project name] is supported by the City Harvest Growers Alliance, a project of the Pennsylvania Horticultural Society with funding from the USDA.”
